The Board of Trustees has the general responsibility for the operation of the PERS under N.J.S.A. 
43:15A-17.  The Board meets monthly at the New Jersey Division of Pensions & Benefits (NJDPB) in 
Trenton.  The statute provides that no employee shall suffer loss of salary or wages because of serving 
on the Board.  A member who wishes to be a candidate for this position must be an active or retired 
State member of the PERS and must receive at least 500 active PERS-State employee nominations.   

Only active PERS-State employees may nominate a candidate for State representative. Instructions 
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
